Subject: Submission of Annual Action Plan 2010-11 under the
Centrally Sponsored Scheme on National Horticulture

Sir,

This is to inform that the Centrally Sponsored Scheme on National
Horticulture Mission (NHM) is being continued during the year 2010-11 with a
revised cost norms and patterns of assistance. A copy of the revised cost norms
is enclosed for reference. An amount of Rs. 1100.00 crore has been earmarked
for implementation of the Scheme during 2010-11.The Government of India
share will be 85% and State Government shére will be 15% of the total outlay._

The States have been separately requested to formulate Strategy & Road
Map for the horticulture' sector of the State. Based on the Strategy & Road Maff,
the Annual Action Plan (AAP) 2010-11, needs to be prepared for approval of the
Executive Committee (EC) of NHM. The following aspects need to be adhered to,
whiie'formuiating the AAP:-

1; The State Governments share of 15% of outlay should be provided for and

documentary evidence to be enclosed with the AAP.

< The Plan should be prepared on the basis of the base line survey duly
indicating the district-wise bench market data on area, production and
productivity as of 2004-05 and the current data (2009-10) for each of the NHM
districts and also in accordance with the District Agriculture Plans (DAPs).

3 Programmes should be confined to the identified districts and crops,
having natural potential for development and marketing on a cluster basis. While
selecting the cluster, preference should be given to those areas where natural
resource base and water resources have been developed under the watershed
development programmes. In this context, the AAP needs to be supported with
data/write up on the outcome of the past interventions covering the details of
~ area expansion (variety introduced, increase in productivity achieved and
number of clusters created), water resource development as per the felt need of
the State (amount of irrigation potential created, whether linked with micro
irrigation, maintenance etc), INM/IPM (including scientific infrastructure created
and how these are being utilised for the benefit of the farmers) and organic
farming. Area expansion should be determined based on availability of planting

.material. Priority crops should be taken up to meet the future needs.

4. The NHM Scheme provides for wide array of activities duly ensuring
backward and forward linkages. It should, therefore, be ensured that only such
activities are included which would bring in a positive impact in terms of increase

in productivity and production.
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5. Since, production and distribution of quality planting material assume very
high importance under NHM scheme for improving production and productivity,
the SHM should, provide a “Planting Material Sub Plan” for the remaining two
years of XI Plan clearly indicating variety-wise/spices-wise requirement,
availability both within the State and outside, procurement/sourcing from the
private nursery and outside the State (Government/Private Nurseries), system of
certification of planting material, existing and proposed measures. The Sub Plan
should be a part of the overall Action Plan. List of registered/accredited nurseries
for production of quality planting material along with their capacities should also
be indicated in the Sub Plan. ‘Procurement of plants through tender/quotation
resulting in cheep and poor quality material of unknown pedigree needs to be
