& The scheme will be implemented by the Department of Agriculture and

Cooperation through the Agriculture Department of the State Governments/UT
Administrations, Organizations of Central/ State governments, Commodity Boards,

Apex recognized bodies, farmer's organizations, research institutions etc and

individual entrepreneurs (only for reimbursement of organic product registration

charges).
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3. The scheme will be administered by the Trade Division of the Department of Agriculture
and Cooperation, which will monitor the utilization of funds by the implementing agencies
and through physical and financial progress reports to be submitted every quarter. The
assistance provided for various purposes under the scheme would be utilized strictly as per
the guidelines formulated by this department.

4. Capacity building under this scheme will be in the form of relevant research or in the
form of creation of physical assets critical to agriculture in the intemational context The
research work undertaken or the physical assets created will be in accordance with the
scope of the scheme as notified in the guidelines issued by this department. _The scheme

will be operated on a cost sharing basis with State Governments, private, semi govemment,
non-government organizations of repute. In case an activity under the scheme is
undertaken by any semi-government, non-government or private sector organization, the
organization must fulfil the following criteria: PR

(@) The organization should be registered under the relevant law in the country;

(b) The organization should have been working in the relevant field for a minimum
period of 7 years;

(¢) The organization should have worked on at least five projects of a similar nature
on behalf of a Ministry/Department of Govemment of India.

Funding under the scheme will not cover establishment related expenses including
hiring of additional manpower etc. Further there would not be any deviation from
component/guidelines etc. as approved by SFC.

5. The final utilization certificate on GFR-19A shall be submitted as per' enclosed
Performa(Annexure-l). Project proposals consisting of eligible activities under the scheme
will be forwarded upon invitation, to the Trade Division, Department of Agriculture and
Cooperation by the eligible agencies for consideration by the Empowered Committee. The
decision of the Empowered Committee on the eligibility and suitability of the proposals shall
be final. The eligible agencies shall submit a quarterly report for review of the  utilization of
the funds to the Department of Agriculture and Cooperation. The Empowered Committee
will periodically review the progress of the scheme and take steps to ensure achievement of
the objectives of the scheme. The Trade Division will act as the Secretariat for the scheme
and undertake physical verification from time to time for proper utilization of the funds and

implementation of the projects. The detailed norms/guidelines of the scheme are enclosed
as Annexure-ll.

6. An in-depth evaluation of all the components of the scheme shall be undertaken_as
appropriate. ‘
