I am directed to convey administrative approval of Government of India for
implementation of Centrally Sponsored Scheme - National Hortic;ulture Mission
(NHM) (including lSG component of Headquarters) ,'c"\ as per revised
operational guidelines of the scheme already circulated in 2010. Outlay of NHM
has been fixed, ~ 120q.OO crore for financial year 2011-12. Assistance under the
Mission will be provided in the ratio of 85: 15 by C€;ntral Government and State
Governments respectively except in the cases of National Level Agencies etc., to
whom CentralAssistance @ 100% can be 'provided.

2. Expenditure under NHM will be debited to following Head of Accounts: -

3. From the current financial year 2011-12, all the State Horticulture
Missions and National level agencies implementing National Horticulture Mission
will ensure that 16.2% and 8% of funds are targeted for SC and ST,
farmers/beneficiaries respectively under Scheduled Castes Special Plan (Sc;SP)
and Tribal Sub Plan (TSP) as per directives of Planning Commission. The State
Horticulture Missions may even exceed these targets if SC/ST population in the
respective states is more than the said percentages. The State Horticulture
Missions and Natio~al Level agencies should identify the SC / ST beneficiaries fivst
among the beneficiaries to achieve the prescribed targets and they should
invariably report the same in their monthly progress reports and post the data on
the NHM website also.

At least 30% of budget allocations are earmarked for women beneficiaries/
farmers. This also may be intimated to the Central Government in the monthly
progress report.

5. The responsibility for ensuring flow of subsidy/benefits to the above
targeted groups solely lies on the State Horticulture Missions and implementing
Agencies like NLAs. However, progress in this regard will be monitored by DAC.

6. Annual Action Plan should clearly indicate components and share of
Central Government and State Government. Annual Action Plan (AAP) for 2011-
12 of implementing agencies will be decided on the basis of revised cost norms
already circulated to the State Governments and other implementing agencies in
2010, parameters/ indicated above in respect of State/Implementing Agencies,
availability of total funds (Allocation under BE 2011-12, unspent balance as on 1-
4-2011, interest accrued on grant-in-aid released, unfinished/spill over activities
and committed liabilities of previous financial year).
